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Slightly more serious or harder to overcome is maybe what I call the difference of temporality: that architects’ raison d’etre is changing the world by adding something to it, even when they do research they might do it but intervening, and seeing what comes out of it. Anthropologists on the other hand, tend to describe the world as it is first and then – if ever – trying to suggest some kind of change. Of course studying a place is also intervening, and an anthropologic description also adds something to the world – but still there is a difference here, that can both be a potential but also a challenge.

Quality!
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Related to this is what I call the difference of normativity. Architects are not afraid to talk about quality, and whether something is good or not, whereas anthropologists trained in a paradigm of cultural relativism as many of us are, are more comfortable in questioning such values: quality according to who? Good in what perspectives etc?
Of course the architectural concept of quality might seem slightly elitist, as this drawing suggests, and anthropologist often like to think of themselves as a friend of the native, the people, the underdog

However, this is much of course a charicature. Maybe it is in overcoming these differences, or in navigating consciencely between them, that we can develop new and productive ways of approaching the built environment. I look very much forward to hearing the different perspectives on how to develop this novel field, and learn more about what kind of research is going on in the cross field between architecture and anthropology.
