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Portfolio
Purpose

A portfolio is the PhD student’s registration of activities and evaluation of these in view of the PhD plan. Here the PhD student registers the progress of the PhD study programme in terms of the elements of the research process, ECTS activities, knowledge dissemination, visits to other research environments and publications. The portfolio is a continuous document which accumulates the PhD student’s activities and evaluation of these throughout the whole enrolment period. It helps the PhD student follow the PhD plan, including reaching the goals identified here. Five portfolio updates (ie. progress reports) are made during the PhD study (after 6, 12, 18, 24 and 30 months) of which the second and the fifth are preceded by an oral presentation.

Guide to the Portfolio
PhD plan

If there are significant changes to the approved PhD plan, it must be revised and approved by the head of department. The revised PhD plan, with head of department’s signature, must be submitted with the progress report for approval by principal supervisor and the head of the doctoral programme. The changes made must appear from the enclosures.

PhD courses

PhD students must complete PhD courses totaling approximately 30 ECTS during the whole enrolment period. Please note that it is obligatory for all PhD students to attend the AAU PhD course “Applying the Danish Code of Conduct of Research Integrity to your research” (can be replaced by an equivalent course). For AAU-employed PhD students with teaching obligation at the university it is also mandatory to attend the Basic Course in University Pedagogy at AAU.  
Approved ECTS for conference participation must also appear on the list of PhD courses, as these credits count as part of the total of 30 ECTS. 

Please list all approved activities, and include documentation for activities completed during the current assessment period.
Teaching and knowledge dissemination
All PhD students must gain experience of teaching or other types of knowledge dissemination, which is related to the PhD project. Furthermore, most PhD students are obligated to teach at AAU, as part of their employment/enrolment.
